The 2019 Northwest season was very different from 2018. We had it hot
and dry in 2018, and a cool and wet start in 2019.

Late snow and cold temperatures in the beginning of the year resulted
in a late spring planting. This caused a late harvest. Some of this year's
mint was still being harvested and processed in late September and
early October. The mint quality was within the expected perimeters. In
addition the yields which were average or above in most areas.

The Midwest experienced a normal growing season and average
expected yields. Overall the mint farmers are looking forward to a good
year for Mint.
